4. If approved by the faculty sponsor, ask them to sign, and then send the completed and signed 

form to the current Program Head of Art & Art History. 

The Program Head considers final approval and can reject, approve, or request modifications to 

Independent Studies. Approved contracts will receive override permission for the course.  Failure to file 

the contract with the Program Head during the enrollment period for the project semester may result in 
denial of registration permission.
