About the Host Country

Robust expertise in agritourism

Finances

Full budget based on 500, 750 and 1000 delegates

Demonstrate all costs and income streams including ticket price

Ticket price should package all items e.g. dinner and any tours as
part of the core 3 days

Conference should aim to make a profit to disburse to GAN of at
least 15,000 US Dollars to contribute to employ a paid support
staff

Conference budget should include scholarships for delegates
with limited resources
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
