Why compost? Food rotting in landfills  

releases methane, a greenhouse gas 25 

times more damaging than carbon dioxide. If 

every Vermonter composted, it would reduce 

greenhouse gas emissions as much as taking 

7,000 vehicles off the road each year (EPA 

Warm Model & GHG Overview). 

Tips:  

• Store food scrap, recycling, and trash containers in a 

shed or garage so they don’t attract animals. 

• Keep food scraps in the freezer until you’re ready to take 

a trip to a drop-off. 

• Buy local compost for your yard or plants. This  

supports composters and VT’s soil and water quality.
