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Another tomato problem is also rearing its ugly head in \Vermont gardens now is the tomato or
tobacco hornworm. These colorful green caterpillars are larvae of the five-spotted hawk moth
and Carolina sphinx moth, respectively. The tomato hornworm has a black horn on the last
